 Gallagher is the author of two 

memoirs, Things Seen and Unseen, 

and Practicing Resurrection, both 

published by Knopf. Her essays, 
book reviews and journalism have 

appeared in many publications 

including The New York Times, The 

Washington Post, The Los Angeles 
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Brown Bag Project 
Emily Worrall (St. John’s Cathedral), 

Pilar Alfaro and Laurel Graham have 

organized a community service project 

at the Cathedral to earn their Silver 

Award as Cadet Girl Scouts. They are 
raising awareness for an organization 

called Mission Community Outreach 

Center or MCOC. MCOC is a non-

profit organization that distributes 
items to low income families. The 

center provides infant and personal 

care items, clothing, shoes and back-

to-school supplies.

Elsewhere in this newsletter is a brief article describing the changes that 

are coming to The Chimes.  For the next year we are going to an eight 

page monthly format instead of the current four page weekly. If, as the 
Communication Committee and I hope, we find that this new format is 

more effective in communicating information we will make it permanent.  

If it turns out we were wrong and it is not as effective as what we are 

doing now we will go back to the traditional format a year from now.  For 
some this will be a big loss.  The Chimes has been a weekly publication 

for decades, and moving to a monthly schedule means giving up an 

important tradition.  Because of that I want to use my space this month to 

describe why I like the idea and want to give it a good try.    

 Though it will mean fewer pages per year, I believe we will all see a 
better newsletter with more, and more varied, content.  Instead of very 

short blurb-like articles, announcing, rather than describing what is going 

on at the Cathedral and in the community we will have the space to go 

into much greater depth on important events.  There will be a calendar 
outlining the coming activities for the month ahead, giving everyone a 

better opportunity to plan, and we can add features we have not 

previously had space to include.  There will be room now for photographs, 

so people will be able to see as well as read about what is going on.  The 

recent youth trip to Vancouver B.C. for example, gets very little space in 
the current format, but it would be a significant article with pictures in the 

new format.  The Novaks’ work with the Steven Novak Foundation is an 

ongoing ministry, one that this Cathedral has supported for some time, 

but space limitations preclude all but the briefest descriptions of its work.  

Now there will space for one or two significant articles per year on their 
efforts.  We have three people coming to visit the Cathedral this fall, Nora 

Gallagher who will speak to us on resurrection spirituality, Paul-Gordon 

Chandler who will describe his ministry in the Middle East, and Martha 

Holden, who is coming to talk about Darfur and the Sudan.  An eight page 
format will allow us to do more than simply announce that these people 

are here; we will be able to describe their ministry much more fully, and 

even recap their talks after they have gone.  We can, in other words, have 

some real reporting in our newsletter, something that is really not possible 

right now.   
 Though we do hope to realize some modest savings by going to this 

format, cost was not much of an issue in deciding to make this move.  

The real issue is developing a more interesting and informative 

newsletter, and we hope over the next year to do just that.  We welcome 
your ideas and especially your response to the new format.  The first 

edition of The Chimes in the new format will be the September issue, and 

you should have it in your mailboxes by the end of August.   I am looking 

forward to it, and I hope you are as well.  It is a significant change from 

what we have been doing; I believe it will be for the better.
