The Spokesman Review had a very nice article a short time ago on the 
new Ruth and Naomi window which now graces our nave. One of the 
things that impressed the author of that article was how patient we are. 
Construction began on this cathedral in the 1920s, and we are not done 
yet. In an era in which great importance is placed on getting things done 
right now, it is remarkable that it is still possible to envision a place that 
from start to finish will take more than four generations to finish. Not only is 
it remarkable, I think it is quite wonderful. This cathedral itself, in its as yet 
unfinished state, provides a powerful witness to the durability of our faith, 
our continuity with past and our hope for the future. 

 Bishop Cross and Harold Whitehouse could have designed a new 
cathedral for the diocese cable of being built with funds that were then 
available. Most people, both then and now, were quite willing to start only 
what they themselves could finish and such a plan would have allayed 
numerous fears about what would happen if there wasn’t enough money 
to get the whole thing done. But they didn’t do that because they had a 
bigger vision of what a cathedral could be and a greater hope that such a 
vision could, in time, be realized. Both of them knew when they started 
dreaming of this cathedral there were not sufficient resources to pull the 
whole thing together then and there – either in people or in money - so 
both realized that neither the vision nor the hope could be realized in a 
single generation. It would require the efforts of at least their children, and 
their children’s children, to accomplish the task that they began. They had 
to believe in the durability of their vision to capture the imagination of 
people they did not yet know, and they had to trust a generation not yet 
even born to carry on the work which even as they started they knew 
would very likely not be completed in their lifetimes.   

 That is faith, the same kind of faith that inspired the very first 
Christians as they set out to proclaim the gospel knowing full well that for 
them life would be pretty hard, but for the sake of those who would in time 
hear this good news and be changed by it the pain was worth it.  It is a 
faith that must inspire us as well. It is of course not just important, but also 
good to make plans that we can bring to fruition. But in order for those 
plans to become a meaningful part of the ministry we share they must be 
grounded in a much larger vision of what we and the church can become, 
a vision too vast to be accomplished by one group of people at one point 
in time. Reinhold Niebuhr once said that nothing truly worth doing can be 
accomplished in a single life time, and therefore we are saved by hope. 
We ought not to take that literally, but we need to take it seriously enough 
to understand that he is saying that we need a vision leading us on that we 
ourselves never reach, but which inspires us to trust God with the future 
as well as the present. Bishop Cross and Harold Whitehouse trusted in 
that way, and we can too.

Once again it is Memorial Day 
Weekend, another fall-winter-spring 
season has nearly passed, and we 
think we are anticipating the more 
relaxed days of summer. But we 
know better than that! In fact, we are 
starting this summer season with a 
huge feast day: Pentecost! As one 
reflects on the coinciding of these two 
holidays, one can see that they 
actually work together rather well. 
This year, we have the opportunity to 
remember not only our family 
members who have gone before us, 
but also those founding fathers of the 
Church, those who received the gift of 
the Holy Spirit in such a notable 
fashion. With the simultaneous 
occurrence of these two holidays, we 
are perhaps able to see more clearly 
the connections between the spiritual 

gifts given to the early Church, and 
those given to us by beloved family 
members. It is a wonderful day to 
offer thanks for all we have been 
given! 

 We will begin our Pentecost 
services with the great "Hail Thee, 
Festival Day!" The Hymnal 1982 
Companion tells us that the text 
comes from a Latin poem by 
Venantius Fortunatus (540?-600?), 
written in honor of the baptism of the 
newly converted Saxons by Felix, 
Bishop of Nantes, at an Easter Vigil 
sometime between the years 567 and 
576. The poem quickly became 
popular and was adapted for singing. 
New hymns, using with the existing 
first line of the text, were written. This 
Pentecost version of the text begins 
with the Fortunatus phrase, but the 
remainder is by an unknown author 
and is found in the York Processional. 
The earliest extant manuscript 

containing it dates from the fourteenth 
century. How appropriate to use such 
an ancient text to celebrate Pentecost 
and Memorial Day! The tune for "Hail 
Thee, Festival Day!" is relatively new, 
written by the English Ralph Vaughan 
Williams (1872-1958). 

 Other hymns for the weekend 
include the beautiful "Come Down, O 
Love Divine" (another Vaughan 
Williams tune), "Like the Murmur of 
the Dove's Song," and "Spirit Divine, 
Attend Our Prayers." The Choir will 
sing Thomas Tallis' classic "If Ye 
Love Me, Keep My Commandments," 
containing Jesus' promise to send the 
Holy Spirit; and Dr. Billie Severtsen 
will play a setting of the Pentecost 
chant Veni Creator, "Come, God, 
Creator, Holy Ghost."           Janet
