I just returned from a very enjoyable North American Deans’ Conference 
in Ottawa, Ontario, Canada. The conference theme was pluralism, and 
though it was a bit light on content, just being in the center of a place 
profoundly influenced by four cultures, French, English, Cree and Inuit, 
gave me both a new appreciation for the issues pluralism raises, and a 
new hope for the future. So here are a couple of thoughts I developed in 
Ottawa. Pluralism is not achieved when people who think alike and share 
the same history and language disagree on some issue but still manage to 
get along. That is politics. Nor is it what happens when people of one 
culture adopt the way of life of another; that is assimilation. Pluralism is 
what happens when people value their own culture, and live comfortably 
and even proudly within it, but nevertheless realize that people of other 
cultures have something important to teach them, something valuable to 
give them, and so become willing to learn from those who do not think at 
all like they, and to accept the gifts of those who live very differently  

 This does not mean that in the name of pluralism we must abandon 
the notion of value, or truth, or right and wrong. Such a conclusion simply 
leads people into situations in which, in the name of tolerance they 
condone, and even accept, the intolerable. That is not pluralism; that is 
moral indifference disguised as pluralism. Rather, true pluralism declares 
that all people are equally valuable, and therefore asks the question of 
how people are honored and cared for within and between various 
cultures. Where a particular cultural vision, like that of National Socialism 
in the 1930s, or the Janjaweed of Sudan today, brings people to the point 
of demonizing others, true pluralism is uniquely well positioned to critique 
that, and to judge it as genuinely morally deficient. This is so precisely 
because pluralism is not itself a particular culture, but rather is a 
perspective on all cultures that calls us to honor each other. Because of 
the values pluralism holds about people, to be true to itself it must draw 
our attention to those places where people are oppressed and 
dehumanized, and must judge those situations fearlessly. When one 
culture that dehumanizes people attacks another culture for dehumanizing 
people in a different way, that is not progress, that is hypocrisy. When 
people of different cultures join together to defend the honor and dignity of 
all, there is progress, and it is progress made possible by true pluralism.  
 As long as we remember that pluralism is not a culture, but is rather a 
perspective on culture, there are grounds for real optimism about the way 
pluralism can influence us all for the good. For pluralism is deeply value 
laden, but its values stem from the twin convictions that people really 
matter, and that we are all members one of another, tied together in a 
community that transcends all individual communities. So pluralism 
teaches us how to honor our own culture, and that of others, while at the 
same time upholding the dignity of all people.     Bill

This weekend we celebrate Mother's 
Day, one of this country's most 
popular holidays, and one that always 
feels to me as if it is at the very heart 
of spring. A hymn that seems to 
speak of springtime is "Morning Has 
Broken" -- we may even feel a bit silly 
and sing it at the Saturday evening 
service! Today I'd like to look at the 
story of that hymn, with information 
taken from The Penguin Book of 
Hymns, edited by Ian Bradley. 

 "Like John Newton's 'Amazing 
Grace, '  th is  hymn achieved 
considerable fame as a pop song in 
the early 1970s. Recorded by Cat 
Stevens, it was in the Top Ten in both 
Britain and the United States for 
several weeks. Now, thankfully, it has 
been restored to the use for which it 
was originally written and is a popular 

hymn both in church services and 
school assemblies. 

 'Morning Has Broken' was written 
by Eleanor Farjeon (1881-1965) at 
the suggestion of Percy Dearmer, the 
editor of Songs of Praise... The 
verses were written specifically to fit 
the Gaelic tune Bunessan which had 
been noted down in the 1880s from 
the singing of a wandering Highland 
singer... In 1917 the tune was set to 
the carol 'Child in the Manger' by 
S c o t s  p o e t  M a r y 
Macdonald...Dearmer wanted to find 
alternative words for Bunessan and 
so he approached Miss Farjeon, 
suggesting to her the theme of 
thanksgiving for each new day. 

 "E leanor  Far jeon,  ch ie f l y 
remembered today as a children's 
writer, was in fact an author and poet 
of wide range and considerable 
accomplishment. She was born in 
London; her father was a novelist, 

playwright and journalist of Jewish 
descent and her mother came from 
an American theatrical family... 
(Eleanor) had a strong interest in 
religion throughout her life and flirted 
with both spiritualism and theories of 
reincarnation. She finally found her 
spiritual home in the Roman Catholic 
Church, into which she was received 
on her seventieth birthday...She was 
much influenced by the...writings of 
St. Augustine and the spiritual 
exercises of St. Ignatius Loyola." 

 For our weekend services we will 
also sing "For the Beauty of the 
Earth" and "I Sing the Almighty Power 
of God." At 11:00 the Choir will sing 
Victoria's "Ave Maria" (honoring 
Jesus' mother), and the handbell choir 
will play.
